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ORDINANCE NO. 2019-1 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF VALLEY-
WIDE RECREATION AND PARK DISTRICT, AUTHORIZING 

THE LEVY OF SPECIAL TAXES IN A COMMUNITY FACILITIES 
DISTRICT 

 
VALLEY-WIDE RECREATION AND PARK DISTRICT 

WINCHESTER COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT ZONE 16 
(ASPEN POINTE) 

 
 

WHEREAS, this Board of the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District (the “Board”) on 

February 19, 2019, adopted Resolution No. 1075-19 entitled “A Resolution of the Board of 

Directors of Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District, Declaring its Intention to Establish a 

Community Facilities District and to Authorize the Levy of Special Taxes” (the “Resolution of 

Intention”) has conducted proceedings (the “Proceedings”) to establish the Valley-Wide 

Recreation and Park District Winchester Community Facilities District Zone 16 (Aspen Pointe) (the 

“District”) pursuant to the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982 (Sections 53311 and 

following, California Government Code; hereafter referred to as the “Act”) provide for the costs of 

construction, operation, maintenance and servicing of parks, landscaping and appurtenant 

facilities (the “Services) as provided in the Act; and 

WHEREAS, the Resolution of Intention called for a public hearing to be held on April 15, 

2019, and as part of the Proceedings, the Board held a public hearing under the Act relative to the 

determination to proceed with the formation of the District and the rate and method of 

apportionment of the special tax (the “Special Tax”) to be levied within the District to finance the 

Services and at such hearing all persons desiring to be heard on all matters pertaining to the 

formation of the District and the levy of the Special Tax were heard, substantial evidence was 

presented and considered by this Board and a full and fair hearing was held; and 

WHEREAS, upon the conclusion of the hearing, this Board adopted a resolution entitled “A 

Resolution of the Board of Directors of Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District, Establishing the 

Formation of a Community Facilities District” (the “Resolution of Formation”), whereby the Board 
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(i) established the District, (ii) authorized the levy of the Special Tax within the District, and (iii) 

preliminarily established an appropriations limit for the District, all pursuant to the Act; and 

WHEREAS, on April 15, 2019, a special election was held among the landowner voters 

within the District at which the landowner voters approved the proposition relating to the levy of 

Special Taxes within the District and the establishment of an appropriations limit for the District by 

the two-thirds vote required by the Act, which approval has been confirmed by resolution of this 

Board; and 

WHEREAS, the Board ordered the recordation with the County Recorder of the County of 

Riverside of a Notice of Special Tax Lien (the “Notice”). 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park 

District, DOES HEREBY RESOLVE as follows:  

1. The foregoing recitals are true and correct. 

2. By the passage of this Ordinance, the Board hereby authorizes and levies the 

Special Tax within the District pursuant to the Act, at the rate and in accordance with the rate and 

method of apportionment of Special Tax set forth in the Resolution of Formation, which rate and 

method is by this reference incorporated herein. The Special Tax is hereby levied commencing in 

fiscal year 2019-2020 and in each fiscal year thereafter to pay for the Services for the District and 

all costs of administering the District, as contemplated by the Resolution of Formation and the 

Proceedings. 

3. The General Manager of the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District or designee 

or employee or consultant of the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District is hereby authorized 

and directed each fiscal year to determine the specific Special Tax to be levied for the next 

ensuing fiscal year for each parcel of real property within the District, in the manner and as 

provided in the Resolution of Formation. 

4. Exemptions from the levy of the Special Tax shall be as provided in the Resolution 

of Formation and the applicable provisions of the Act. In no event shall the Special Tax be levied 
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on any parcel within the District in excess of the maximum Special Tax specified in the Resolution 

of Formation. 

5. All of the collections of the Special Tax shall be used as provided in the Act and in 

the Resolution of Formation, including, but not limited to, the payment of the costs of the Services, 

the payment of the costs of the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District in administering the 

District, and the costs of collecting and administering the Special Tax. 

6. The Special Tax shall be collected in the same manner as ordinary ad valorem 

taxes are collected and shall have the same lien priority, and be subject to the same penalties and 

the same procedure and sale in cases of delinquency as provided for ad valorem taxes; provided, 

however, that the Board may provide for other appropriate methods of collection by resolution(s) 

of the Board of Directors. The General Manager of the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District is 

hereby authorized and directed to provide all necessary information to the auditor/tax collector of 

the County of Riverside in order to effect proper billing and collection of the Special Tax, so that 

the Special Tax shall be included on the secured property tax roll of the County of Riverside for 

fiscal year 2019-2020 and for each fiscal year thereafter until no longer required to pay for the 

Services or until otherwise terminated by the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District. 

7. If for any reason any portion of this ordinance is found to be invalid, or if the Special 

Tax is found inapplicable to any particular parcel within the District, by a court of competent 

jurisdiction, the balance of this ordinance and the application of the Special Tax to the remaining 

parcels within the District shall not be affected. 

8. The President of the Board shall sign this Ordinance and the Clerk of the Board 

shall cause the same to be published immediately after its passage at least once in a newspaper 

of general circulation. 

9. This Ordinance shall take effect 30 days from the date of final passage.

District of Riverside County, California hereinafter referred to as “District,” and Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District_ 

hereinafter referred to as “Consultant”. 

WITNESSETH: 

 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Governing Board of the District to contract with Consultant to provide Recreation Assistants to 

work in the OASIS after-school program at elementary and middle schools within San Jacinto Unified School District. 

 

WHEREAS, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties hereto, the District hereby retains the Consultant upon the 

terms and conditions set forth, and the Consultant hereby accepts said retention and agrees to render the services upon said terms 

and conditions. 

 

1. TERM:  The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of _one school year commencing _July 1, 2018 and terminating 

_June 30, 2019, unless terminated earlier pursuant to Section 15.

Consultant shall reimburse District and its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and/or volunteers, for 

any and all legal expenses and costs incurred by each of them in connection therewith or in enforcing the indemnity herein 

provided.  Consultant’s obligation to indemnify shall not be restricted to insurance proceeds, if any, received by the District, 

its directors, official officers, employees, agents or volunteers.  

 

12. The Services and/or Products required for the performance of the Services under this Agreement must be provided to the 

District’s Designee no later then ten (10) days before the expiration of the term of the Agreement or at intermediate dates as 

requested by District’s Designee.  Failure to do so will result in the District withholding payment of progress or final invoice 

of Consultant until said Services and/or the Products are received by the District’s Designee. 

 

13. FEE:  For Services and Products provided under the Agreement, the District will pay Consultant $18.42  to $20.50 per hour 

(hour/day), up to a maximum of $250,000.00. 

 

14. PAYMENT TERMS:  Progress payments may be made monthly upon presentation of an invoice, to the District’s Designee, 

detailing time spent in providing the Services and/or the Products supplied during the billing period.  The invoice shall 

contain an attachment that shows the days and hours billed by person and by the project, sub-project or other billing 
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breakdown as may be required by the District’s Designee.  The District Purchasing Department will issue a purchase 

order/contract for billing purposes to cover this Agreement.  The purchase order/contract number must be shown on each 

invoice.  If this Agreement covers more than one fiscal year, a new purchase order will be issued for each fiscal year. 

 

The Consultant shall, when requested by the District, invoice individual projects separately by line item showing the type and 

quantity of time expended on the specified project(s). 

 

The Consultant shall account for and invoice hours worked on this Agreement separately from any other Agreement between 

the parties.  

 

Consultant shall provide all Services and Products under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner, consistent with 

the standards generally recognized as being employed by others in the same profession in California.  Consultant represents 

and warrants that all employees and subcontractors have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services and/or the 

Products assigned to them. 

 

15. TERMINATION:  This Agreement may be terminated by District, for any reason, during the life of this Agreement, by 

giving thirty (30) days’ notice to Consultant.  Said notice shall be in writing and shall be delivered to the addresses listed for 

the Consultant.  Consultant may terminate this Agreement only if District breaches this Agreement and shall give 30 days’ 

written notice to District of its termination.  Such notice shall be delivered to the District’s Designee and shall set forth 

reasons for the termination. 

 

16. FISCAL YEAR:  Consultant understands and agrees that this Agreement may involve services to be performed in different 

school fiscal years.  While it is the intent of the District to utilize the Consultant continuously throughout the term irrespective 

of fiscal year, Consultant and District agree and acknowledge that all services in fiscal years subsequent to the fiscal year of 

Agreement execution is contingent upon availability of continued funding. 

 

17. AUTHORITY:  In accordance with California Education Code Section 17604, this Agreement is not valid or an enforceable 

obligation against the District until approved or ratified by motion of the Governing Board duly passed and adopted. 

 

18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT:  It is understood and agreed that this Agreement sets forth the entire understanding of the parties 

regarding the subject matter thereof, and no modification or amendment to this Agreement shall be binding unless said 

modification or amendment is in writing and duly executed with the same formality as this Agreement itself.  This Agreement 

shall be binding on the successors and assigns of the parties. 

 

19. PERMITS & LICENSES:  Consultant shall, during the term of this Agreement, obtain and maintain all licenses, 

certificates, permits and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to provide the Services and/or Products. 

 

20. GOVERNING LAW:  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of California. 

 

21. COMPLIANCE:  Consultant shall keep itself fully informed of and in compliance with all local, state and federal laws, 

rules and regulations in any manner affecting the provision of the Services and/or the Products, including all Cal/OSHA 

requirements, and shall give all notices required by law.  Consultant shall be liable for all violations of such laws and 

regulations in connection with providing the Services and/or the Products.  If the Consultant performs any work knowing it to 

be contrary to such laws, rules and regulations and without giving written notice to the District, Consultant shall be solely 

responsible for all costs arising there from.  Consultant shall defend, indemnify and hold District, its officials, directors, 

officers, employees and agents free and harmless, pursuant to the indemnification provisions of this Agreement, from any 

claim or liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure to comply with such laws, rules or regulations. 

 

22. RECORDS:  Consultant shall maintain complete and accurate records with respect to all costs and expenses incurred under 

this Agreement.  All such records shall be clearly identifiable.  Consultant shall allow a representative of District during 

normal business hours to examine, audit, and make transcripts or copies of such records and any other documents created 

pursuant to this Agreement. Consultant shall allow inspection of all work, data, documents, proceedings, and activities 

related to the Agreement for a period of three (3) years from the date of final payment under this Agreement. 

 

23. FINGERPRINTING:  This contract is subject to the provisions of Education Code Section 45125.1.  Consultants’ 

employees are required to submit fingerprints to the Department of Justice where an employee may come into contact with 

students at any site.  The Department of Justice will ascertain whether the employee has a pending criminal proceeding for a 

violent or serious felony or has been convicted of a violent or serious felony as they are defined in Penal Code Sections 667.5c 

and 1192.7c respectively.  Consultant shall not permit an employee to come in contact with students until the Department of 
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Justice has ascertained that the employee has not been convicted of a felony as defined in Education Code Section 45122.1.  

Consultant shall certify in writing to the District that none of its employees who may come in contact with students have been 

convicted of a felony as defined in Education Code Section 45122.2.  District may request the removal of an employee from a 

site at any time.  Failure to comply with this provision may result in termination of the Contract. 

 

24. NONDISCRIMINATION:  It is the policy of the District that in connection with all work performed under contracts, there 

be no discrimination against any prospective or active employee engaged in the work because of race, color, ancestry, national 

origin, religious creed, sex, age, or marital status.  Each Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal and California 

laws including, but not limited to, The California Fair Employment Practice Act, beginning with Government Code Section 

12900, Labor Code Section 1735, and Title 5, Division 1, Chapter 1, Subchapter 4 of the California Code of Regulations.  In 

addition, each Contractor agrees to require like compliance by any subcontractors employed on the work by him. 

 

25. WORKERS’ COMPENSATION:  In accordance with the provisions of Section 3700 of the Labor Code, Contractor shall 

secure the payment of compensation to his employees. 

 

26. WAIVER:  No waiver of any default shall constitute a waiver of any other default or breach, whether of the same or other 

covenant or condition.  No waiver, benefit, privilege, or service voluntarily given or performed by a party shall give the other 

party any contractual rights by custom, estoppel, or otherwise. 

 

Consultant has all requisite power and authority to conduct its business and to execute, deliver, and perform the Agreement.  

Each party warrants that the individuals who have signed this Agreement have the legal power, right, and authority to make this 

Agreement and bind each respective party.

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EXHIBIT “A” 

 

Insurance Requirements 

 

 

A. Minimum Requirements.  Consultant shall, at its expense, procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement 

insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the 

performance of the Agreement by the Consultant, its agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.  Consultant 

shall also require all of its subcontractors to procure and maintain the same insurance for the duration of the Agreement. 

Such insurance shall meet at least the following minimum levels of coverage: 

 

B. Minimum Scope of Insurance.  Coverage shall be at least as broad as the latest version of the following: (A) General 

Liability: Insurance Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage (occurrence form CG 0001); (B) Automobile 

Liability: Insurance Services Office Business Auto Coverage form number CA 0001, code 1 (any auto); and (C) 

Workers’ Compensation and Employers’ Liability: Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of 

California and Employer’s Liability Insurance. 

 

C. Minimum Limits of Insurance.  Consultant shall maintain limits no less than: (A) General Liability: $1,000,000 per 

occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury and property damage.  If Commercial General Liability Insurance or other 

form with general aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this 

Agreement/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit; (B) Automobile Liability: 

$1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property damage; and (C) Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s 

Liability: Workers’ compensation limits as required by the Labor Code of the State of California.  Employers Liability 

limits of $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease. 

 

D. Professional Liability.[INCLUDE IF APPLICABLE] Consultant shall procure and maintain, and require its sub-

consultants to procure and maintain errors and omissions liability insurance appropriate to their profession.  Such insurance shall 

be in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per claim, and shall be endorsed to include contractual liability. 

 

E. Insurance Endorsements.  The insurance policies shall contain the following provisions, or Consultant shall provide 

endorsements on forms supplied or approved by the District to add the following provisions to the insurance policies: 

 

 (1) General Liability.  The general liability policy shall be endorsed to state that:  (A) the District, its directors, 

officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers shall be covered as additional insured with respect to the Services and/or the 

Products or operations performed by or on behalf of the Consultant, including materials, parts or equipment furnished in 

connection with such work; and (B) the insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the District, its directors, 

officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers, or if excess, shall stand in an unbroken chain of coverage excess of the 

Consultant’s scheduled underlying coverage.  Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the District, its directors, officials, 

officers, employees, agents and volunteers shall be excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not be called upon to contribute 

with it. 

 

 (2) Automobile Liability.  The automobile liability policy shall be endorsed to state that:  (A) the District, its 

directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers shall be covered as additional insureds with respect to the 

ownership, operation, maintenance, use, loading or unloading of any auto owned, leased, hired or borrowed by the Consultant or 

for which the Consultant is responsible; and (B) the insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the District, its 

directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers, or if excess, shall stand in an unbroken chain of coverage excess of 

the Consultant’s scheduled underlying coverage.  Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the District, its directors, 

officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers shall be excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not be called upon to 

contribute with it. 

 

 (3) Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability Coverage.  The insurer shall agree to waive all rights of 

subrogation against the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers for losses paid under the terms 

of the insurance policy which arise from work performed by the Consultant. 

 

 (4) All Coverages.  Each insurance policy required by this Agreement shall be endorsed to state that:  (A) coverage 

shall not be suspended, voided, reduced or canceled except after thirty (30) days prior written notice by certified mail, return 

receipt requested, has been given to the District; and (B) any failure to comply with reporting or other provisions of the policies, 
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including breaches of warranties, shall not affect coverage provided to the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, 

agents and volunteers. 

 

F. Other Requirements.  All insurance required by this Section shall contain standard separation of insureds provisions.  In 

addition, such insurance shall not contain any special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the District, its directors, 

officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers.  Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved 

by the District.  Consultant shall guarantee that, at the option of the District, either:  (A) the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such 

deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers; or 

(B) the Consultant shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigation costs, claims and administrative 

and defense expenses.  Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best’s rating no less than A:VIII, licensed to do 

business in California, and satisfactory to the District.  Consultant shall furnish District with original certificates of insurance and 

endorsements effecting coverage required by this Agreement on forms satisfactory to the District.  The certificates and 

endorsements for each insurance policy shall be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf, and 

shall be on forms provided by the District if requested.  All certificates and endorsements must be received and approved by the 

District before work commences.  The District reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance 

policies, at any time.

The first point, he said, is: – “hustle.” No matter what you are doing, you have to hustle. Someone
with all the talent in the world who doesn’t hustle will get beaten by someone with zero talent who is
willing to give 100 percent effort in everything they do, said Luke. He told the kids that this doesn’t
only apply in baseball, but also applies in the classroom or at home. 
Point number two:- “Sportsmanship is everything,” he explained to the kids and parents. Proper
sportsmanship, respecting the game, and respecting each other is everything. Whether you are
teammates or rivals, the game of baseball is more than just winning and losing.

Luke shared a story with the players about his rookie season with the
Dodgers. He was in a slump and couldn’t hit a ball to save his life.
The more he focused on that, the worse his at-bats were becoming. 
It wasn’t until a player named Sammy Sosa (who played on the
opposite team) pulled him to the side and told him “Hey Matt, relax!
Go out there and have fun.” Luke said he took his advice and finished
the game with two hits. The fact that his opponent took the time to
put his arms around him and encourage him to get out of the slump is
what baseball is all about. 
Luke’s third and final point was a good one: “Keep the game fun.” He
reminded all of the coaches and parents that their kids aren’t in the
major leagues, so don’t treat them like they are. It is important to
keep the game fun because that’s why we fell in love with it in the
first place. 
Luke wanted the parents to know that when he compares his 11-year
career as a professional to his 11-year career as a Little Leaguer, it’s the memories of playing with his
friends as a child that come to mind first. Keeping the game fun is a key part of the process that
develops the passion it takes to get to the next level. Valley-Wide’s opening day in 2019 was a great
event for coaches, players, and families. One player from the Astros (Adrian Hernandez) even told
me, “I can’t wait for the season to start!” 
So now it’s time to pick up those bats and play ball!

The Champion of the Community award honors and recognizes individuals and organizations who
have contributed significant effort to influence and improve the quality of their community through

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parks and recreation. 
Minor received his award during the annual Service Awards of Excellence Recognition Banquet on Mar.
22 in Sacramento. 
Minor has become synonymous with parks in the San Jacinto Valley. He served on the Valley-Wide
Board of Directors for 22 years before retiring in May 2018. During that time, he was instrumental in
many programs and helped the district grow to more than 80 parks and community centers, serving
250,000 residents over 800 square miles in three cities and unincorporated areas of Riverside County. 
Most notably, his vision and direction led to a state-of-the art snack bar/restroom building at
Diamond Valley Park, a facility with eight ball fields. The building allowed the Park District to expand
its sports leagues and major national and international tournaments at the park, which draws more
than 100,000 visitors annually. Over the last 10 years, during his time on the board, Minor and his
wife Sandy also donated more than 300 bicycles that were given to children at Valley-Wide’s annual
“Breakfast with Santa” event. 
Minor also built softball fields on his property and allowed park district teams to use them for no fees.
He never took pay or benefits while serving on the Board of Directors. He was the board president
several times and was honored as Board President of the Year by the California Special Districts
Association in 2014. 
Minor’s vision was to provide recreation to as many children as possible and this was achieved
through his dedication to provide more places for them to play. His positive and meaningful impact on
the San Jacinto Valley community has laid the foundation for thousands of children and adults to
participate in recreational events. 
Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District operates 86 parks and community centers in French Valley,
Hemet, Menifee, San Jacinto, Sage and Winchester.

HEMET – Former longtime Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District Board of Directors member Larry Minor
was recently named as a 2018 Champion of the Community by the California Park and Recreation Society. The
Champion of the Community award honors and recognizes individuals and organizations who have contributed
significant effort to influence and improve the quality of their community through parks and recreation. 

Minor received his award during the annual Service Awards of Excellence Recognition Banquet March 22 in
Sacramento.

Minor has become synonymous with parks in the San Jacinto Valley. He served on the Valley-Wide Board of
Directors for 22 years before retiring in May 2018. During that time, he was instrumental in many programs and
helped the district grow to more than 80 parks and community centers, serving 250,000 residents over 800
square miles in three cities and unincorporated areas of Riverside County.

Most notably, his vision and direction led to a state-of-the art snack bar/restroom building at Diamond Valley
Park, a facility with eight ball fields. The building allowed the park district to expand its sports leagues and
major national and international tournaments at the park, which draws more than 100,000 visitors annually. Over
the last 10 years, during his time on the board, Minor and his wife Sandy also donated more than 300 bicycles
that were given to children at Valley-Wide's annual Breakfast with Santa event.

Minor also built softball fields on his property and allowed park district teams to use them for no fees. He never
took pay or benefits while serving on the board of directors. He was board president several times and was
honored as Board President of the Year by the California Special Districts Association in 2014. 
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Minor's vision was to provide recreation to as many children as possible, he said, and this goal was achieved
through his dedication to provide more places for them to play. His impact on the San Jacinto Valley community
laid the foundation for thousands of children and adults to participate in recreational events.
